On behalf of the IRA Officers and Directors, the Orga-
nizing Committee, and the many important IRA Liaisons
from inflammation research laboratories around this
country and several other countries, it is a great pleasure
to welcome you to the 14" International Conference of
the Inflammation Research Association.

The 2006 Conference is being held in a new location, the
beautiful Hyatt Regency Chesapeake Bay Golf Resort,
Spa and Marina, located on the scenic shore of the
Choptank River in Cambridge, Maryland.

It is a great honor to have a world-
renowned scientist such as Professor Libby join us, be-
cause his career has focused on the translation of findings
from the bench to the bedside, a topic that has been an
area of focus for the IRA throughout its history.

Our Main Symposia, featuring invited speakers, will inc-
lude Cardiovascular Inflammation; Fibrosis and the
Resolution of Chronic Inflammation; New Strategies for

Lead Optimization of Novel Anti-inflammatory Agents;
a Symposium sponsored by the Society for Leukocyte
Biology, Leukocytes and the Inflammatory Response;
and the final Symposium, closing the Conference on the
morning of October 19th, which will feature exciting new
clinical data on New Drugs: Targeting Inflammation in
Disease.

In addition to the Main Symposia we will have four Mini-
symposia with the speakers selected from submitted ab-
stracts. Poster sessions will round out the general scien-
tific sessions (poster presenters are automatically entered
into a competition for the poster with the “greatest
therapeutic potential,” generously supported by a grant
from Cerep).

The Conference will also feature opportunities for
scientists early in their careers. The Van Arman Scholar-
ship Competition offers the opportunity for five young
scientists to attend the meeting at the expense of the IRA
and to compete for a first prize of $2000. In addition, two
events have been planned to allow investigators new to
inflammation research to network with IRA members
and to gain advice on career development, and will be
open to any meeting attendee who feels he/she could
benefit.

Peter Libby, MD.

Peter Libby, MD, is the Chief of Cardiovascular Medicine
at the Brigham and Women’s Hospital in Boston, Mas-
sachusetts. He also serves as the Mallinckrodt Professor
of Medicine at Harvard Medical School. Dr. Libby directs
the D.W. Reynolds Cardiovascular Clinical Research
Center at Harvard. His current major research focus is
the role of inflammation in vascular diseases such as
atherosclerosis. Dr. Libby has received numerous awards
and recognitions for his research accomplishments. His

areas of clinical expertise include general and preventive
cardiology.

An author and lecturer on cardiovascular medicine and
atherosclerosis, Dr. Libby has published extensively in
medical journals including Circulation, Journal of Clinical
Investigation, Proceedings of the National Academy of
Sciences, New England Journal of Medicine, and Nature.
He is an editor of Braunwald’s Heart Disease. Dr. Libby
has also contributed the chapters on the pathogenesis,
treatment, and prevention of atherosclerosis to Harrison’s
Principles of Internal Medicine. He has held numerous
visiting professorships and has been selected to deliver
over 40 named or keynote lectures throughout the world.

Dr. Libby is a member of the Association of American
Physicians and the American Society for Clinical Inves-
tigation. He has served in many roles as a volunteer for
the American Heart Association, including chairman of
several research committees and member of the executive
committees of the Councils on Arteriosclerosis, Circula-
tion, and Basic Science. He has frequently served as a
consultant to the National Heart, Lung and Blood Insti-
tute (NHLBI), including a 5-year term on the Board of
Scientific Councilors. He is the recipient of a MERIT
Award from the NHLBI.

Dr. Libby earned his medical degree at the University of
California, San Diego, and completed his training in in-
ternal medicine and cardiology at the Peter Bent Brigham
Hospital (now Brigham and Women’s Hospital). He also
holds an honorary MA degree from Harvard University.
